1 did th  is for the insulation panels |
installed because it gave me a near flat profile so I wouldn't have bumps under
the carpet. | plan to silicone seal the T-nutstoi  nsure water tightness.

| actually agonized over a "best solution” for this problem/fix, for about a month.
Yes, | even considered "riv-nuts”, but they just di dn't fit the bill. The T-nuts are
shown "naked", without a silicone sealer around the m for water tightness, but
that's coming forth when | finish them all.
